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2021-2022 Sunnyslope Attendance Policy


Regular school attendance every day is important in order for your child to reach their maximum academic potential. Children are in school to learn and grow into responsible, productive citizens. We cannot stress enough the importance of your child being in school every day, on time for them to achieve the greatest success. Regular attendance is expected of all Sunnyslope students. Below are some important pieces to our attendance policy. 





Tardies:


Excused: Illness, Medical and Dental Appointments.


Unexcused: Oversleeping, missing the bus, or just late are some examples.  





Frequent tardies will result in a conference with Mrs. Del Palacio to establish a success plan.








Absences:


Excused: Illness, medical appointments, religious holidays, or bereavement. Pre-arranged extended vacations with PRIOR approval from the principal and teacher may be excused. 


Unexcused: Failing to submit, whether by phone, email or in writing, any type of excuse statement by the parent or guardian. For more examples and complete list, please reference our District’s Rights and Responsibilities Handbook found on skitsap.wednet.edu.





Please be aware that when your student misses school they cannot participate in any after school activity on that day. 





Students who have unexcused absences or frequent absences will receive a letter requesting a conference with Mrs. Del Palacio to establish a success plan. 

















Please be aware that if your child is absent, they cannot participate in after school activities on the day of their absence.

WHAT WE NEED FROM YOU:


We miss your student when they are gone and we value their contributions to our school. We would like you to help ensure that your student attends regularly and is successful in school. Please be aware that the office needs to be directly contacted. If your child is marked absent and you have not informed us, we will be sending out an automated call letting you know of their absence.   





OUR PROMISE TO YOU:


We know that there are a wide variety of reasons that students are absent from school, from health concerns to transportation challenges. There are many people in our building prepared to help you if you or your student faces challenges in getting to school regularly or on time. We promise to track attendance daily, to notice when your student is missing from class, communicate with you to understand why they were absent, and to identify barriers and supports available to overcome challenges you may face in helping your student attend school.     





THE LAW: 


If your student has two unexcused absences in one month, state law (RCW 28A.225.020) requires we schedule a conference with you and your student to identify the barriers and supports available to ensure regular attendance. 


If your student has seven unexcused absences in any month or ten unexcused absences within the school year, we are required to file a petition with the Juvenile court, alleging a violation of RCW 28A.225.010, the mandatory attendance laws.
